2. To ensure sufficient ventilation, the distance of the back of
microwave to the wall should be at least 10 cm, the side to
the wall should be at least 5 cm, the free distance above the
top surface at least 20 cm. the distance of the microwave to
the ground should be at least 85 cm.

3. The position of the oven shall be such that it is far from the
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TV, Radio or antenna as picture disturbance or noise may
occur. The distance should be more than 5m.

The appliance must be positioned so that the plug is
accessible, and must ensure a good grounding in case
leakage, ground loop can be formed to avoid electric shock.
The microwave oven must be operated with the door closed.
The microwave oven must not be placed in a cabinet. The
microwave oven is intended to be used freestanding.

As there is manufacturing residue or oil remained on the
oven cavity or heat element, it usually would smell the odor,
even a slight smoke, it is normal case and would not occur
after several times use, keep the door or window open to
ensure good ventilation. So, it is recommended to place a
cup of water in the cavity, setting at high power and operate
for several times.

TIPS FOR CLEANING

Exterior

Wipe the enclosure with a dampened soft cloth.

Door

Using a dampened soft cloth, wipe clean the door and
window.

Wipe the door seals and adjacent parts to remove any spill or
spatter.

Wipe the control panel with a slightly dampened soft cloth.

Interior walls

Wipe clean the interior surfaces with a dampened soft cloth.
Wipe clean the waveguide cover to remove any food
splashed.

CAUTION: after cooking clean the waveguide cover with a
damp cloth, followed by dry cloth to remove any food splashes
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and grease. Built-up grease may overheat and begin to cause
smoke or catch fire.

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USING THE APPLIANCE

Connect the microwave oven to the power supply. The display should
show the default time: 1:00.

For quick cooking, put the products in the microwave oven, close its
door, set the desired cooking time using the control knob and press the
“START / + 30 second” button E&. At the end of the cooking process, a
beeping signal will sound.

Time settings (24-hour mode)

In standby mode, press and hold down the “Timer” button .for more
than 3 seconds to enter the clock setting interface. At the same time, the
display screen blinks in hours. The hour time can be set by turning the
knob.

After setting the hour, press the “START / + 30 second” button & for

a short time to confirm and switch to the setting minute mode. The
minutes can be set by turning the knob. After setting minutes, press the

Microwave power selection

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CAUTION!

«  The maximum time which can be set is 60 minutes.

« Never operate the empty oven.
At the maximum microwave power, the oven will automatically
lower the power after a certain time of cooking to lengthen the
service life.
If you need to turn the food during operation, press the “START / + 30
seconds” button [l once, turn the food and press the “START / + 30
seconds” button [ again to continue the preset cooking procedure.
If you intend to remove the food before the preset cooking time,
you need to press “Stop/Lock” button E® once to clear the preset

procedure to avoid unintended operation of next time use.

Defrost

The microwave oven has two defrost modes: “dEF1” and “dEF2” with the
corresponding values displayed on the display. The «dEF1» mode is for
defrosting by weight, and the “dEF2” mode is for defrosting by time.
Press the “Defrost / Time” button &l to select defrost by weight or by
time, and the display screen will display “dEF1” or “dEF2. Turn the knob
to select food weight or defrost time. The weight range in “dEF1 mode
is from 100g to 1500g, and the time range in “dEF2” mode is from 10
seconds to 60 minutes. After selecting the defrost weight or time, press
the “START / + 30 seconds” button [ to start the operation. A buzzing
sound will notify the completion of the operation.

In the «dEF1» weight defrosting mode, a buzzing sound will sound 2
times: the first will tell you to turn the food during defrosting and the
second will indicate the end of the defrosting process.

Below are some food defrosting advices:

« Itis necessary to turn over the food during the defrosting for an even
effect.
Usually defrosting will need longer time than that of cooking the
food.
If the food can be cut by knife, the defrosting process can be
considered complete.

« Microwaves penetrate about 4 cm into food. Try not to defrost too
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large pieces of food
» Defrosted food should be consumed as soon as possible, it is not
advised to put back to fridge and freeze again.

Automatic cooking programs

The microwave oven has eight automatic cooking modes: potatoes,
pasta, pizza, popcorn, vegetables, beverage, meat and fish, with the
corresponding program code displayed on the display: from A.1 to A.8.
Press the button of the required program to select the desired mode, the
display will show the program code (A.1 ~ A.8), then turn the knob to
select the weight of the dish. After choosing the weight of the dish, press
the «START / + 30 seconds» button & to start the cooking process. At
the end of the cooking process, a beeping signal will sound.

Notes:

« The temperature of food before cooking would be 20-25 °C. Higher
or lower temperature of the food before cooking would require
increase or decrease of cooking time.

«  The temperature, weight and shape of the food will greatly affect
the cooking result. Try to prepare foods that are homogeneous in
composition and do not exceed the recommended weight.

Timer

In standby mode, press the “Timer” button A to enter the timer setting
interface, and the countdown function icon and «0:00» will be displayed
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on the display screen. Turn the knob to set the time, and the maximum
time that can be input is 60 minutes. After setting the time, press the
«START/+30s» button &} to begin the countdown. After the timer has
finished counting down, a beep will sound and the cooking process will
begin.

Reheat

Reheat function is mainly to facilitate users to heat food according to its
weight.

weight of food. The welght range can be selected from: 200g, 400g,
600g, 800g and 10009 (values change on the display one by one as the
button is pressed). After selecting the weight, press “START/+30s” button
I to start operation. At the end of the cooking process, a beeping
signal will sound.

ECO mode

In standby mode, press the “ECO mode” button B t0 enter ECO mode,
and the display screen will shut down. In ECO mode, press any button to
exit ECO mode and the display screen will light up.

Cancel / Stop
While setting the cooking operation you can press the “STOP / Lock”

the cooking process If you press the “STOP / Lock” button B4 in the

pause mode, it will completely cancel the cooking process and return
the microwave oven to standby mode.

Quick addition of cooking time

The first press of the “START / + 30 seconds” button B starts the cooking
process. During the cooking process, you can press the “START / + 30
seconds” button [l again to add cooking time; each click adds 30
seconds.

Important: it is not possible to add time during automatic cooking
programs and in defrosting by weight mode.
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EXPRESS Mode

In standby mode, after the food is put in and the door is closed, press
the “START/+30s” button & to quickly start the microwave. The default
working time is 30 seconds. In the process of working, press the
“START/+30s" button | once to add 30 seconds more. A buzzing sound
to notify completion of the operation.

Child lock function

Use this feature to lock the control panel when you are cleaning the

microwave oven or so that children cannot use the microwave oven

unsupervised. All the buttons will be inoperable in this mode.

« Setting the lock: in standby mode, press and hold down the “STOP/
LOCK” button 2 for more than 3 seconds, the child lock function be
activated and all buttons of the microwave oven cannot be operated.

« Cancel the lock: in the child lock state, press and hold down the
“STOP/LOCK” button 2] for more than 3 seconds to cancel the child

lock function.

UTENSILS GUIDELINE

It is strongly recommended to use the containers and utensils which
are suitable and safe for microwave cooking. Generally speaking, the
containers and utensils which are made of heat-resistant ceramic, glass
or plastic are suitable for microwave cooking. Never use the metal
containers for microwave cooking and combination cooking as spark is
likely to occur.

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COOKING TIPS

The following factors may affect the cooking result:

Food arrangement
Place thicker areas towards outside of dish, the thinner part towards the

center and spread it evenly. Do not overlap if possible.

Cooking time length
Start cooking with a short time setting, evaluate it after it times out

and extend it according to the actual need. Over cooking may result in
smoke and burns.

Cooking food evenly

Food such as chicken, hamburger or steak should be turned once during
cooking.

Depending on the type of food, if applicable, stir it from outside to
center of dish once or twice during cooking

Allow standing time

After cooking times out, leave the food in the oven for an adequate
length of time, this allows it to complete its cooking cycle and cooling it
down in a gradual manner

Whether the food is done

Color and hardness of food help to determine if it is done, these include:
- Steam coming out from all parts of food, not just the edge

- Joints of poultry can be moved easily

- Pork or poultry shows no signs of blood

- Fish is opaque and can be sliced easily with a fork

Browning dish

When using a browning dish or self-heating container, always place a
heat-resistant insulator such as a porcelain plate under it to prevent
damage of glass tray and rotating ring.
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Microwave safe plastic wrap
When cooking food with high fat content, do not allow the plastic wrap
come into contact with food as it may melt.

Microwave safe plastic cookware

Some microwave safe plastic cookware might not be suitable for
cooking foods with high fat and sugar content. Also, the preheating time
specified in the dish instruction manual must not be exceeded.

BEFORE CONTACTING THE SERVICE CENTER

If the appliance does not work:

1. Make sure the oven is plugged in correctly. If not, pull out the plug
from the outlet, wait 10 seconds, and plug it back into the outlet.

2. Check the fuses in the electricity meter.

3. Make sure that the blocking modes and timer are programmed
correctly.

4. Check whether the door is properly closed. Otherwise, microwave
energy will not get inside the oven.

CLEANING AND CARE

The microwave oven should be cleaned regularly and any

food deposits removed. Failure to maintain the oven in a clean

condition could lead to deterioration of the surface that could

adversely affect the life of the appliance and possibly result in a

hazardous situation.

1. Remove the power cord from the power supply outlet before
cleaning. Don’t immerse the appliance or its power cord in
water or other fluids when cleaning.

2. Never use hard detergent, gasoline or other flammables,
abrasive powder or metal brush to clean any part of the
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appliance.

3. Never remove the waveguide cover or apply excessive force
when cleaning it.

4. When the microwave oven has been used for a long time,
there may be some strange odors exist in oven, following 3
methods can get rid of them:

« Place several lemon slices in a cup, then heat it with high
micro power for 2-3 minutes.

« Place a cup of black tea in oven, then heat it with high micro
power for 2-3 minutes.

« Put some orange peel into oven and then heat them with
high micro power for 1 minute.

5. When the appliance is not used, it should be placed in dry
and ventilated areas as well as possible.

CAUTION: after cooking clean the waveguide cover with
a damp cloth, followed by dry cloth to remove any food
splashes and grease. Built -up grease may overheat and
begin to cause smoke or catch fire.
