This product is not intended for commercial

use and it shall not be used out of its
intended purpose.

This product is intended for operating interiors,
such as households or similar. For example:

In the staff kitchens of the stores, offices
and other working environments,

In farm houses,

In the units of hotels, motels or other
resting facilities that are used by the
customers,

In hostels, or similar environments,

In catering services and similar non-retail
applications.

This product shall not be used in open or
enclosed external environments such as
vessels, balconies or terraces. Exposing the
product to rain, snow, sunlight an wind may
cause risk of fire.
